Gestalt characters include Max Wetheimer, Wolfgang Kohler and Kurt Kofka. In Gestalt theory, there are several laws, namely the law of closeness, the law of closure and the law of equality. Among the principles of Gestalt learning is that learning through insight (understanding), learning is a reorganization of experiences, learning will be more successful when it comes to interests. Meanwhile, the principles of Gestalt perception include the principle of continuity and Figure-ground relationship. The strength of Gestalt theory is that children are able to reconstruct a problem into new knowledge or understanding, but this Gestalt theory also has weaknesses, including this Gestalt theory cannot be applied to the entire learning material.
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A. Introduction
Learning is a process of changing behavior in individuals which includes knowledge, attitudes and skills for the better. This is permanent, stable and long in the child's behavior that comes from the results of training or experience. The learning process can be influenced by the individual himself or external influences such as family and social environment (Arifin, 2012).
Learning is a process of interaction between individuals and everything around them (Djamarah, 2010). Either human or object and surrounding conditions. A comfortable and safe environment for students has a major effect on the meaning of a learning process (Ratumanan, 2004).

This view is because in its output, learning is felt to be less beneficial and an impression of meaning in children. So that many children do not understand the true meaning of learning, which causes moral damage, wrong relationships and ignorance.
Learning is required to complete the material according to time regardless of the extent to which the child understands the material presented. A boring method, less creative learning media or even only one book is used as a learning resource. The emotional relationship between teachers and students that is less close is one of the factors that the teacher lacks understanding of the wishes or conditions of students who have their respective strengths and weaknesses.
The process of child development can be caused by genetics or the individual and environmental influences. Based on the theory of behaviorism, children learn passively because children think independently. Meanwhile, social learning views children as active processors with external influences such as motivation, expectations and idol figures etc. in their environment as children's learning materials. But both of them influence each other's learning patterns.
Various learning theories in the world of education have been coined by many experts. Learning theory is basically an explanation of how learning occurs or how information is processed by students (Trianto, 2007). These theories are used to support children's learning according to their stage of development. It also aims to shape children according to environmental needs. The Gestalt theory is one of them. Gestalt theory describes the process of perception by organizing elements that have a relationship, pattern, or similarity into a unity. Gestalt theory disagrees with structuralism theory. The gestalt theory tends to try to reduce the division of sensations into small parts.(Widjajanto, 2018).
According to the urgency above, educators need to learn various kinds of learning theories, one of which is the gestalt theory, in order to be able to analyze children's learning types and adjust children's characters so that learning in the classroom gives an impression and is easily applied by students.
Figure Gestalt Theory
1. Max Wertheimer
Max Wertheimer was born in Prague on April 15, 1880. In 1904 Wertheimer graduated with a Ph.D in psychology. The war in Europe made him move to America. There he worked at the New School for Research in New York. Wertheimer breathed his last on October 12, 1943(Pautina, 2018).
As Wertheimer was on his way to the railroad transportation, his gaze was drawn to see the lights flickering one after another at a certain distance and time. From this incident, Wertheimer got the idea and it became the beginning of Wertheimer's research. Starting from the object he saw, he was interested in analyzing and finding answers to the questions in his mind. So, when the eye is stimulated by an object it creates an illusion of movement. This event was called the Phi Phenomenon.
When Wertheimer turned 30 to be precise in 1910, Wertheimer saw a stroboscope in a toy shop that made him interested in researching perception. This object made Wertheimer interested in experimenting and studying the object more deeply. After doing some research with a stroboscope object. Wertheimer sparked the Gestalt theory, namely the theory of perception (Pautina, 2018).
2. Wolfgang Kohler
Kohler was born in Reval Estonia on January 21, 1887. He studied at the University of Berlin and received his Ph.D. Kohler met Max Wertheimer while working at the Frankfurt Psychological Institute. In 1917, he wrote his most famous book, "Mentality of Apes". In 1929, he wrote "Gestalt Psychology". Kohler died on June 11, 1967 (Indrawati, 2019). 
Kohler conducted several studies including:
Experiment I
Kohler's first experiment looked at a cage with a stick on it. Then he put the chimpanzee into the cage then he put the banana on top of the cage but the chimpanzee was unable to reach the banana. This attracted the attention of the chimpanzees so that the chimpanzee tried to reach the bananas to eat. Because they felt difficulties and experienced failure, the chimpanzees saw that there was a stick in the cage. then the chimpanzee tried to use the stick to reach the banana above the cage, with various attempts finally the chimpanzee managed to reach the banana which he then ate.
Experiment II
This second experiment was still on the same problem as the first experiment. However, Kohler put 2 sticks in the cage and then Kohler changed the position of the banana higher than before. The chimpanzee tried to reach the banana with one stick but the chimpanzee failed continuously then the chimpanzee found a new understanding that there was one more stick, then the two sticks were connected to reach the banana outside the cage and finally the chimpanzee managed to take the banana.
Experiment III
Third, in the experiment from Kohler. He is still experimenting as the second experiment. But what is different is that here Kohler changes a piece of wood into a box. At first the chimpanzee tried to take the banana with his hand above the cage but the chimpanzee had a hard time reaching it until finally the chimpanzee found a new understanding that the box that was beside him was put under the banana then climbed it to get the banana, and this method worked.(Wahyuni, 2008).
Eksperimen IV
In the fourth experiment Kohler still used chimpanzees, cages, bananas and boxes as his research, but Kohler added 2 more boxes to add 3 boxes and Kohler also raised the bananas. At first the chimpanzee only tried to reach the banana with 1 box like the third experiment but failed then the chimpanzee got new insight by adding the second box but still failed then the chimpanzee piled 1 more box until the box became high then the chimpanzee climbed the box and was able to reach bananas in a cage (Wahyuni, 2008).
It can be concluded in Kohler's experiment, that chimpanzees are able to solve problems by using an understanding of previous chimpanzee experiences.
3. Koffka was born on March 18, 1886. He also graduated at the University of Berlin and received a doctorate degree in 1908. Koffka researched the principles of gestalt in a psychological perspective that includes perception, remembering to learning and social psychology. Koffka considers that in students it can be applied using various principles in gestalt psychology (Lefrancois, 1995).

A. Discussion
The Concept of Gestalt Learning Theory
The existence of the gestalt theory originated from the gestalt character's dissatisfaction with the theory that had been put forward by the previous character. As regarding the stimulus and response. According to gestalt in life, humans are not only fixated on stimuli and responses but more than that. Humans will take wisdom in everything they experience. They are able to draw an understanding of things in their experience. So that they are able to use that understanding for events that are related or have a similarity (Wahyuni, 2008).
The meaning of learning in the view of Gestalt theory is a process in cultivating insight. What is meant by Insight here is an in-depth understanding of the relationship between the components in a problem. It is different from the findings of previous theories which view that learning should be in accordance with standard rules that can change behavior, whereas in gestalt theory it makes Insight the basis for behavior change. (Sanjaya, 2006).
According to Ernest Hilgard, the characteristics of learning understanding (insight), namely:
1. Basic skills affect understanding
2. Previous experiences can influence understanding
3. Circumstances and conditions also affect understanding
4. Understanding can start from an experiment
5. The learning process through understanding is more meaningful
6. Comprehension can be applied to understand events in other situations and conditions(Sukmadinata, 2007).
Learning based on Gestalt theory, is a cognitive development. One can find solutions when solving problems. One certainly thinks of all the aspects that are needed to solve the problem and harmonizes everything cognitively with a method of other methods until the problem is resolved. Having found a solution to the problem one can draw an understanding of the incident. The Gestalt characters believe that solutions can be found and cannot be obtained (H.Olson, 2008).
The Laws of the Gestalt Theory
Pragnanz's law is the parent of the three sub-laws of the Gestalt law. The law is outlined in a book by Wertheimer entitled Investigation of Gestalt Theory, (Hidayati, 2011). as follows:
1. Law of Proximity
2. Law of closure 
3. Law of equivalence
Principles of Gestalt Theory
1. Learning principles based on gestalt theory include:
2. Study thoroughly. So, correlate lessons between lessons.
3. Learning is a continuation of the previous material.
4. Students as whole organisms
5. Transferring Activities
6. Learning is a reorganization of experiences
7. Learn with insight
8. Success in learning is influenced by the will, hope, and desire of a child (Risnawati, 2015).
Gestalt has principles on perception, namely:
1. The Principle of Continuity
2. Figure-ground relationship (Tanudjaja, 2005).
Strengths and Weaknesses of Gestalt Theory
1. Strengths of Gestalt Theory
a. Children are able to solve existing problems
b. Learning is more meaningful because students find their own understanding
c. Children become more active (Hidayati, 2011).
2. Weaknesses of the Gestalt Theory
The learning process of an understanding cannot be used as the basis for the entire learning material because some are facts or principles. However, learning with understanding is very important in certain materials and we can get an understanding if we can solve a problem(Hidayati, 2011).
